It is estimated that forty per
cent of the world's most important artworks are in Italy, of which
thirty per cent are located in Florence. Situated in the heart of
Italy, surrounded by the wine-growing hills of Chianti, the city
enchants visitors with its timeless charm. It is a marvellous open-
air museum where magnificent Italian Renaissance masterpieces
await discovery at every corner.

Often called “the cradle of the Renaissance”, Florence actually
owes much of its wealth to the Middle Ages. The city's profitable
wool trade created a major market for financial institutions and,
in 1235, Florence minted the florin, the first gold coin to become
standard currency across Europe. In turn, the city's bankers com-
missioned some of the finest local art and architecture.

The names Strozzi, Rucellai and Pitti can be found all over
Florence, but it was the Medici family - which governed the city
for over 300 years - that nurtured the greatest flowering of
Renaissance art. The paintings of Botticelli, the sculptures of
Michelangelo and the palaces of Michelozzo were all created
under their rule.

The interaction of ancient and modern culture makes Florence a
magical, enchanting and inspiring city. Florence is also a busy cos-
mopolitan centre, with a year-round offering of traditional music
and theatre festivals, historic cafés, excellent restaurants with
international standards as well as picturesque trattorias serving
the best regional Italian cuisine.
